Microbiology Registrar Training: required and recommended courses and conferences
during training.
Key points:

e Forrequired courses, like examination fees, there is no funding limit.

e Forrecommended courses/conferences, trainees on year 5 or above are entitled to
senior trainee leave (a total of 6 days during training; maximum of 3 days in any one
year) and senior trainee expenses ($6000 overall; maximum of $3000 per year)

e Registrars have a maximum of 12 weeks medical education leave over their entire
training programme but they can only take a maximum of 6 weeks per year and this must
be taken for examination preparation or to attend an appropriate study course such as
the RACP Pathologic Science Course. The taking of study leave is at the discretion of the
Department, for many reasons it may not be possible for a department to accommodate 6
weeks study leave for a registrar.
